Sentence: Our neighbors are very quiet.

Painting: a picture made by putting paint on a canvas, board, etc. the activity of
painting houses, walls, etc.
Sentence: We will be busy this weekend painting the bedroom walls.

Radio: adevice thatis used to receive the signals that are broadcast by radio (without

wires).
Sentence: | like to listen to latest music on the radio.
